Handguns:  Quality basic introduction to handguns, 
oriented to operation and fundamentals.  Emphasis 
on safety and fun.  Shoot a variety of handguns with 
live fire on the range.  Must be at least 18 years of 
age.  (This will be a double length class) 
Archery:  Whether you’re interested in backyard 
recreation, competition target shooting, or bow hunt-
ing you’ll enjoy learning about this fast growing 
sport.  Learn the basics of equipment and safety.  
You will also have the opportunity to learn how to 
shoot a cross bow.  Experience the thrill of hitting the 
mark at the archery range. 
Trap Shooting (Shotgunning):  You will become 
familiar with different types of shotguns, ammunition, 
and proper gun fitting.  Time will be spent at the 
range where you will shoot clay birds.  You will be 
amazed at how you feel when you break that clay 
bird!  (This will be a double length class) 
Backyard Habitat:  Would you like to learn how to 
make your property more appealing to wildlife?  
You'll learn how to plan for a safe and attractive 
backyard habitat.  You will also have the opportunity 
to build  bluebird house. 
Basic Car Care:   Worried about being stranded on 
the highway?  Worry no longer.  You will learn how 
to change a flat tire, what’s involved in changing 
your oil, and other key elements vital to basic car 
maintenance.  You don’t want to miss this class. 
Animal Tracking:  Participants will be able to iden-
tify mammals by their track compression shapes and 
understand how animals move in varying habitats. 
Reptiles & Amphibians:  How much do you know 
about the salamanders, frogs, toads, snakes, lizards 
and turtles that live in PA?  In this class live speci-
mens will help you learn how identify a number of 
common native amphibian and reptile species, in-
cluding some of the local venomous snakes found in 
our area. 
Fly Fishing:  Catch ‘em on a fly!  Master basic fly 
casting techniques and learn about lines, leaders, 
knots, and fly selection.  Participants will become 
familiar with the necessary equipment for fly fishing 
and discover places to fish. 
Outdoors First Aid:  Learn what to do if a mishap 
occurs while miles from medical help.  Learn basic 
first aid for minor injuries, as well as lifesaving tips 
and techniques for injuries. 
Dog Training:  Learn how to train woman’s best 
friend.  Demonstration of retrieving skills and point-
ers for working with your sporting dog.
